An exciting government initiative sees 
Wintec partner with Waikato secondary 
schools to encourage students to stay at 
school for longer by engaging them in 
hands-on learning. 
 
The Waikato Trades Academy enables 
year 11-13 students who are interested 
in a career in trades or technology to 
combine practical tertiary-based study 
with studies towards their National 
Certificate of Educational Achievement 
(NCEA). 
 
During the first year of the Waikato 
Trades Academy, students will build a 
motorbike using scooter parts. This 
project-driven teaching by Wintec tutors 
will give the students automotive, 
electrical and engineering skills and the 
relevant NCEA unit standards, whilst 
also improving literacy and numeracy 
levels. 
 
The Waikato Trades Academy is one of 
nine throughout New Zealand and the 
only academy in the Waikato region. 
Forty eight year 11 students from 12 
Waikato secondary schools began their 
first two-week block course on March 
28. The three year programme will see 
students join the trade academy three 
times a year, for two weeks each 
time.  The students will be given free 

safety equipment, including overalls and 
work boots, as well as full access to all 
of Wintec’s support services.

b. Every student has a dean.   
This is the person that oversees the 
discipline for their whanau and 
monitors the students academically,  
behaviourally and pastorally.   

Contact your child’s dean or have your 
child talk to them about your concerns.

From the 29th of March to the 1st of April 
the school sent  5 Waka Ama Teams to the 
New Zealand Secondary School 
Championships at Lake Tikitapu in 
Rotorua.   
 

After four days of intense competition 
resulted in our teams bringing home 5 
medals in total.   
 

Gold was won on the first day by 
the J19’s crew in the W 12 (Double 
Hull) - Championship Division 

Kingsley Smith won a bronze medal 
in the W1 category - Championship 
Division 

J19 men won a silver medal in the 
W6 250 and 500 metres - 
Championship Division 

J19 woman won silver in the W6 
250 metres - Championship 
Division 

 
The next 2 days were made up of heats 
and semi final races and all of our crews 
made it in to the Championship division 
for at least one of the 2 distances.   
 

The J16 woman came third in the plate 
division for the W6 250 metres.   
 

The school is very proud of all our 
students and the efforts that the put in 
during the competition and the training 
that was done in the lead up to the 
event.
